Plagiarism	also	includes	using/copying	others’	answers	during	
group	discussion	rather	than	writing	your	own	answers	or	submitting	
another	student’s	answer(s).		

• Make	up	any	assignments/school	work	prior	to	missing	class	for	any	school	
activity	or	scheduled	absence.	Make-up	work	IS	NOT	to	be	completed	during	
English	class.	

• Bookbags,	backpacks,	etc.	are	to	be	under	your	chairs	throughout	class	time.
