Course Objectives: The course objective will be to help you develop an
awareness of French and Francophone cultures and to explore and
develop skills in listening comprehension, oral and written communication,
and reading comprehension; to learn how French functions as a
language through study of a variety of activities designed to help you
acquire basic grammatical structure and vocabulary, and to understand
the relationship between sounds and spellings of French.

You will be encouraged to develop imaginative thought and personal
and intellectual growth. You will also be encouraged to develop the skills
to become responsible students and life-long learners. We will be doing a
great deal of writing, so please come prepared to write.

Suggested Materials: Binder/with dividers, Pen (blue or black), dry erase
markers, a positive, learning-oriented, and cooperative attitude.

Expectations: 1. Respect yourself-----Be honest. Do your best at all
times and work hard. Cheating and plagiarism are
unacceptable. Cheating and plagiarism will result in a
failing grade. Respecting yourself includes being neat
with papers, notebooks, etc.

2. Respect others-----Be considerate. Talk only at
appropriate times during the class. Treat others, as you
want to be treated. Students will be expected to
conduct themselves in a respectful manner, which is
conducive and appropriate to a positive learning
environment for all.

4. Be prompt and be prepared at all times. Bring with you
everything you will need for this class including
notebook, pen, or pencil.

5. Computers: Your computer is one resource for
you to use in learning French. They are to remain
closed until instructed to use them.

Evaluation: Grades will be based on classroom performance in oral and
written expression, notebook evaluation, class participation and daily
classroom obligations. (See student handbook for grading scale.)

2. Notebooks-----25%
3. Participation---15%

a. Absence---6 points.
b. Non-participation in class---loss of up to 6 points

per day.
c. Misbehavior and disrespect----loss of up to 6

points per day.
4. Semester Test---10%

All students are required to keep a French notebook, which will be
evaluated during each quarter.
All students are expected to complete homework on time and to make
up all work missed due to absence for any reason. Students will have 3
days to complete missed homework without a loss of points. After three
days, 5 points will be deducted each day the assignment is late. Late
work handed in will be graded at the teacher’s discretion. Cheating and
plagiarism will result in a zero. It will not be tolerated.

Absences can be made up. All students will need to write a 15-20
sentence French paragraph or make a puzzle using recent French
vocabulary (30 words) at www. puzzlemaker.com to make up lost
participation points per day.
There will be a seating chart changed at my discretion.
All other situations, which may arise, will also be handled at my discretion.
